Light Duty Cable Tray Only - Swaged End.

Light Duty Cable Tray does not have a rolled top side, this only applies to Medium and Heavy Duty.  

Light Duty Cable Tray lengths have one swaged end to allow male-female connection up to and including 300mm. 

Light Duty Cable Tray 450mm and above would require couplers the code is GALDTSC.

Cable Tray Cover 

If you require a cover please use the codes in the chart on page 3 suffixed with -CVR.  For example if you require a cover for a medium 

duty 300mm cable tray  the correct code would be GAMDT300TR-CVR. Tray Cover is supplied as standard in 3m lengths with 

a 10mm return.

We recommend 8 cover clips (sold as each) to attach the cover to the tray  - these need to be ordered separately they are 

not supplied with the tray cover.  We offer both closed and ventilated versions,  all codes are listed below:

the effect of wind etc.

• The loadings are given in good faith and are from results from tested components and are dependent on the 

correct installation of the system and as such Trench Ltd strongly advise that a cable tray system should 

NOT be used as a walkway or supporting feature for climbing apparatus/activity. 

• All tests were carried out applying a load of 1.7 times the stated S.W.L.

• Tray widths of 450mm and greater require the use of a fish plate base coupler at each joint (length to length) in addition 

to the side wrap around couplers to maintain the tray performance as shown in the below loading graphs.
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
